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DMACC Bears Advance to NJCAA Division II College World Series

Ames, Iowa - The DMACC baseball team has advanced to the NJCAA Division II World Series for the second consecutive year.  The Bears will travel to Enid, Okla. to participate in the national tournament as the representative from the North Plains District.

DMACC, who holds the number 3 spot in the current National Poll and an overall record of 54-9, will play Western Oklahoma State College (49-13) in the first round of action on Saturday, May 23, at 7:30 p.m. at David Allen Memorial Ballpark.

To advance to the NJCAA Division II College World Series, the Bears had to win both the Region XI Championship and the North Plains District Championship.

In the Region XI Championship in Carroll, Iowa on May 7-11, the Bears had wins over Ellsworth CC, Iowa Central CC, and two wins over Kirkwood CC to advance to the North Plains District Championship.

In Madison, Wis. At the District Championship, DMACC secured wins over Miles CC of Miles City, Mont. 8-7, 9-1 over Madison Area Technical College of Madison and a 10-6 victory over MATC in the championship game.
